Definitions  and  Risks:
Weighted  average  coupon:  The  weighted  average  annual  interest  rate  (expressed  as  a  percentage  of  par  value)  that  the  issuers  of  all  of  the  bonds  in  a  fund  promise  to  pay  until  maturity.
Weighted  average  effective  maturity  :  For  a  portfolio  of  bonds,  average  effective  maturity  is  the  weighted  average  of  the  maturities  of  the  underlying  bonds.  The  maturities  are  computed  by
weighting  each  bond's  maturity  by  its  market  value  with  respect  to  the  portfolio  and  the  likelihood  of  any  of  the  bonds  being  called.  In  a  pool  of  mortgages,  this  would  also  account  for  the  likelihood  of
 prepayments  on  the  mortgages.
Effective  duration:  A  duration  calculation  for  bonds  with  embedded  options.  Effective  duration  takes  into  account  that  expected  cash  flows  will  fluctuate  as  interest  rates  change.
Yield  to  maturity  (YTM)  is  the  total  return  anticipated  on  a  bond  if  the  bond  is  held  until  it  matures.
